Dragi’s forms are com-
plex but graceful, fragile
yet strong.  Extreme pre-
cision is required on all
accounts. Each piece is
meticulously designed
on the mental plane
prior to physical cre-
ation; many. of the tech-
niques and glazes have
been . developed -over
months and years to be
absolutely unique to this
artist.
